very sandy).

NB: We recommend that the concrete used in the bases should be of a C30 quality as normally purchased from a ready mixed
concrete supplier. If purchaser is to mix concrete up themselves then the ratio of the mix i.e. Cement/Sand/Fine Aggregate must
1:2:3 which results in a very strong mix. Any deviation from the above advise may result in warranty claims being invalid. If in any

doubt please contact supplier for clarification.
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Step 2

Remove bolts and nuts from swivel top
and insert banner arm lining up the pre
drilled holes.

Step 3

Place bolts through pre drilled holes,

ensuring the holes in the banner arm are
lined up with the holes in the swivel top,
tighten nuts.

Step 4

Insert the top section of the pole into the
bottom section and ensure both sections
are fully connected. This may require a
small amount of lubricant.

Step 5

Slide the sleeve on the flag to the end of

the banner arm. Ensuring the flag fixings
are closest to the pole. Your flag will need
a flat sleeve size of at least 8cm.

Step 6

Using the carabiner provided, attach the
bob weight to the bottom eyelet on the
flag then Slide bob weight over the top of
the pole.

Step 7

Flag with mastbands:

Mastbands will need to be at least 18cm
flat. Slide the bob weight onto the pole
followed by the mast band loops.

Step 8

Flag with eyelets:

Wrap plastic pole ties around the pole,
through remaining eyelets and secure
together. Once loops are securely
attached, slide the bob weight onto the
pole followed by the plastic loops.
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Step 9

Slide black socket into the top of the pole.

Step 10

Secure the swivel arm to the flagpole by
creating a hole in the pole using the tek
screw. Align the hole in the black socket
with the hole in the pole and secure.

(To erect the pole, slide the assembled
pole into the ground sleeve once the
concrete has completely set.)
